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It is discussed in a number of special decrees and regulations of Ukraine. T. G. Shevchenko
raised the same issues in his work 150 years ago. Now they need urgent solution in Ukrainian
education in general, in the sense of local history study of pedagogy in particular.

It is proved that all adult life of N. Onatsky, its multi-faceted public education and
teaching activities were associated with the image of the great poet of Ukraine,
revolutionary democrat T. Shevchenko. In early adolescence, deep respect and boundless love
for T. Shevchenko, N. H. Onatsky carried through his life.

The article discusses the uniqueness of teaching and educational activities of Nicanor
Onatsky based on the work of the Society «Enlightenment», an organizer and inspirer of
which he was in Slobozhanschyna. The author emphasizes the exceptional importance of the
theme of Taras Shevchenko in the life of N. Onatsky based on an analysis of the archival
materials and printed sources, as well as historical and logical, and personalistic and
biographical research methods to elucidate the role of T. Shevchenko in shaping the world,
thanks to the achievements that created and maintained their attitudes and beliefs, their
stance, pedagogical ideas and artistic outlook.

The cultural and educational activity of N. Onatsky shows a great concern for his
people, the willingness of serving people, finding love and harmony. The main occupation of
his life was always a teaching job, but also social and educational activity has never shied
away from. He develops murals for the Palace of proletarian culture in Sumy. In those
paintings N. Onatsky introduces allegorical motifs and Ukrainian motifs ornament. He
creates an emblem of the newspaper «Ray», which was included in Sumy, he offers the
pictures of embroidery towels, carpet motifs ornaments, admires a book design, especially
prepared cover sheet to the «Testament».

Promising directions for further scientific research studies we consider N. Onatsky’s
contribution to the development of the theory of national pedagogy, educational activities,
research education and educational potential of the artistic heritage of the artist in the sense
of local history pedagogy.

SUMMARY

Stremetskaya V. The role of prison libraries in the rehabilitation of the prisoners in the
nineteenth and early twentieth century.

The article focuses on the functioning of prison libraries in foreign countries and the
Russian Empire in the nineteenth and early twentieth century. It is shown that these libraries
were provided with enough books of different genres, periodicals and published their own
periodicals. The penal issues included the events of the life of the correctional institution and
did not contain the reports of various crimes (that was their difference from secular ones).
The prisoners could participate in the publication of the newspapers under the guidance of a
priest, a director of a prison school or a head of the penitentiary. The newspaper, on the one
hand, had to promote the moral and intellectual development of the prisoners, on the other
hand had to keep them informed of the events in the world.

The most famous prison periodicals were «Prison Mirror», «Star of Hope», «The
summary», «Our Paper», «Reformatory Outlook» and others. The prison libraries contained
artistic, journalistic and popular scientific publications that were quite consistent with the
level of the prisoners’ education. The director of the prison could allow a prisoner reading
books that were not included in the catalog, if a prisoner did not know the book’s language,
or if a prisoner of higher education needed specialized literature. Each prison library should
have the books on health, housekeeping, food and beverage utility, the dangers of alcohol,
crafts, agriculture, books in foreign languages, on history, geography, anthropology;
dictionaries, descriptions of travels had been recommended.

It is interesting to note that some penitentiaries contained reading rooms. The problems of
the functioning of prison libraries were discussed at the congresses of the prison theorists.

The author believes that books and periodicals fulfilled the developmental, educational,
corrective and therapeutic, recreational, adaptive functions in the rehabilitation of the prisoners.
There were some difficulties in the operation of the libraries, such as a lack of system, unscientific
approach to the selection of literature, uncertainty about a person who should be engaged in the
selection of the books, cataloging them and so on. There were active debates among the experts
about the wisdom of reading entertaining and comic books, the books containing violence,
pessimistic ones. It was recommended to give preference to those ones which described the
manifestation of heroism, sacrifice, love of country.
