SUMMARY

Guley 0., Nikiforov M. Features of artistically gifted students’creative potential self-
realization.

The author’s main efforts are focused on processing and analysis of research problems:
identification of creatively gifted children, identification of the specific characteristics of gifted
students of art, stipulating the need to create appropriate learning conditions for innovative
activity of artistically gifted students. In addition, the author emphasizes the exceptional role of
the fine arts teacher in identifying a gifted child and focusing his/her abilities for creative self-
realization not only in art education system but also for the entire creative life.

The purpose of research is the analysis of the major psychological and pedagogical views
of modern scholars on the issue of gifted students to identify the specific features of educational
work with artistically gifted students in the context of self-realization of their creative potential.

The study used the following methods: empirical (work — the study of the relevant
literature, documents and performance of gifted students, comprehensive — study and
compilation of teaching experience); theoretical (accumulation of facts and interpretation
and synthesis of collected factual material).

Therefore, we can summarize briefly that talent is the main feature of creative
personality as an artist for the student, the student artist and for the Honored Artist of artist
that allows self-creativity of the artist.

The study reveals a number of specific features to work with artistically gifted
students in the context of creating the conditions for self-realization of their creative abilities,
such as: an artistically gifted child should not adjust the content of education, breaking and
changing him/herself; a teacher should provide the child with appropriate special
professional training, have a high level of intellectual development, the ability to transfer
material costs, have the ability to support, protect, assist; possess organizational skills,
stimulate creativity of a child, be communicative.

The study does not cover all the aspects of the outlined problems, so promising
directions of further research consider detailed study of works of art education teachers to
find the ways to improve the educational work of artistically gifted students.

Zayarna V. The Non-Formal Education as a Means of the Personality’s Self-Realization
throughout the Life: the European Dimension.

This article presents the European Union as the highly developed international
association that occupies leading positions in the global political and economic stage. The
educational sector holds an important place in the development of the European society. It’s
defined by the main strategic of the EU: A European strategy for smart, sustainable and
inclusive growth («Europe — 2020»), Strategic Framework for European Cooperation in
Education and Training («ET —2020»). The issue of building a knowledge society is important
for modern Europe. The involving person to lifelong learning is the key to the personal
success and the effective development of society in general. This causes the diversification of
the educational system that promotes the development of different forms of learning. All
these basic modern educational trends of the EU are considered in the article.

The Ukrainian scientists’ searches in the field of non-formal education systematically
analyzed according to the age categories of the participants in the educational process. The
objective of this work is defining the role of the non-formal education in the cognitive and
creative personal development due to the European concept of the lifelong learning. A variety of
research methods was used to achieve this goal. The foreign scientific views on the phenomenon
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of lifelong education are analyzed. The value of the integration of the formal, non-formal and
informal education in the general sense of the concept of the lifelong learning is underlined in the
article. The variability in the interpretation of the concept “non-formal education” is shown, a
determination of this concept as an independent social and educational spheres is made.

The model of the person involvement to various spheres of educational activities
throughout the life is presented in the article. The essence of the concept of “non-formal
education” is clarified; the main characteristics of this educational sphere are given. The
peculiarities of the self-realization of the persons of different ages through the involvement
of non-formal educational activities are emphasized. The activities of the European
international organizations as the major stakeholders in non-formal education are
structured. The prospects for the further research in view of the development of the informal
education in Ukraine are defined.
