SUMMARY

Voloshko H. Modern challenges of the information society in the aspect of forming of
future teachers’ media literacy.

The article notes that in recent years it has become an increasingly urgent the
problem of introducing media education as part of the educational process aimed at the
development of culture media in the society, preparation of the individual to effective
interaction with the modern system of mass media, including both traditional (print
publications, radio, film, television) and contemporary (computer-mediated communication,
Internet, mobile telephony) media.

The author shares the view that new information changes in the society caused the
phenomenon in which traditional education system is not sufficiently able to meet the needs of
the society in the transmission of new values. The role of the teacher and the role of parents as
key sources of new knowledge for the younger generation have changed significantly. After all,
modern student can faster than any adult obtain information and use it. But at the same time,
such changes in unrestricted access to information have many hidden risks that can negatively
affect the development of child’s personality. So, modern teachers must learn in practice to solve
much more complex problems than the predecessors in order to be ready to implement new
pedagogical strategies in the context of mass computerization and informatization of life. Due to
the interest of researchers to this problem, the aspect of the formation of media literacy of future
teachers remains insufficiently resolved.

As a conclusion, the author argues that deficiencies in the education system in the
process of meditization can be corrected through quality optimization of the learning process
through the use of media and the active involvement of new media as a tool for learning and
sources of innovation to educational research. One of these tools may be a socio-educational
advertising as a means of educational work and the development of media literacy of future
teachers.

The aim of this article is to substantiate pedagogical conditions of formation of
interpretative culture in the future music teachers and their implementation. Research
methodology. The mentioned pedagogical conditions we implemented during the educational
workshop «Basics of formation of interpretative culture of future music teachers». Results.
Pedagogical conditions chosen are effective, because the level of formation of interpretative
culture of future music teachers increased. Novelty. Novelty is to determine the interpretative
culture and pedagogical conditions of formation of music teachers’ interpretative culture, as well
as implementation of educational workshops while forming experiment. In our opinion,
interpretative culture of the future music teacher is a holistic integrative education, which is
reflected in the understanding and interpretation of music and educational reality in the
totality of its processes, events, structures, interpersonal relationships, which is based on a
set of knowledge and skills, and on creative experiment aimed at identifying the meaning of
musical and pedagogical texts. We define pedagogical conditions of interpretative culture of
future teachers of music as circumstances affecting directed reflection and reflection of their
own professional musical and educational activities and ensure the effectiveness of the
educational process. Namely: the promotion of future music teachers’ guidelines on the
formation of interpretative culture; implementation of the hermeneutic approach in the
educational process; self-actualization of future music teachers in the context of the studied
construct. The practical significance. The teacher of music, whose formed interpretive
culture can adequately understand and interpret works of art, educational and musical texts,
thus attracting students to the world of music, develop their spiritual, emotional, sensory
perception, enrich their aesthetic experience. It is concluded that the chosen pedagogical
conditions promote formation of interpretative culture of future music teachers.
