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SUMMARY

Kukharchuk 1., Kukharchuk R. The electronic textbook on syntax of a compound
sentence for the students of philological faculties: contents, structure, features of modeling.

The article is devoted to a problem of the development of the electronic textbook on
syntax of a compound sentence for the students-philologists.

This article describes an electronic textbook on syntax of a compound sentence as a
multimedia educational means that complements the textbook of the modern Ukrainian
literary language intended to help students-philologists to master theoretical principles of
structure, semantics, functioning of compound syntactic units, various aspects of studying of
syntactic categories and form future professionals’ practical skills to analysis the syntactic
phenomena and skills free, communicative justified to use syntactic structures in different
types of speech activity.

The main features of the electronic textbook, multimedia, hypertext, integration,
interactivity are defined.

In the article the pedagogical, psychological, technical and program, linguistic and
methodological principles of modeling the structure and content of the electronic textbook
are covered.

The main stages of modeling of an electronic textbook are defined: definition of the
purpose of studying of a course of syntax of a compound sentence in language education of
future teacher of language and literature; selection and structuring of the content of training
according to the purposes of a course, curriculum requirements, the qualification characteristic of
training of the teacher-philologist; choice of computer and information training tutorials;
development of tests, questions, systems of exercises and tasks for control of assimilation of each
topic of a course; determination of a set of the methods and techniques of the organization of
the students’ cognitive activity, creation of the scheme of its management.

For the electronic textbook on syntax of a compound sentence it is offered the
following structure: 1) publisher’s imprint; 2) contents; 3) introduction; 4) the main material
statement; 5) questions for self-checking; 6) a workshop for development of skills on syntax;
7) diagnosing of educational achievements of the students; 8) glossary; 9) list of references.

In the article it is summarized that the electronic textbook on syntax of a compound
sentence will provide the high level of presentation, illustrative, interactivity, will allow the
student to define independently with temporary and spatial parameters of knowledge; with
search of the main, additional and reference books; to exercise control of the gained
knowledge at all phases of study.

SUMMARY

Lappo V. The value of projects in the process of personal education of higher school
students.

In the article the importance of using a method of projects in the educational
activities of higher education institutions is stated. It is proved that the simulation and
projection of effective technologies of learning that guide students to the conscious activities
and provide for their professional development are very important. Attention is drawn to the
conditions and factors affecting the efficiency and effectiveness of the project.

The article is aimed at studying the theoretical foundations of projects’ features and
technologies in the educational process. To achieve the objectives of the study are decided in
the scientific and practical tasks, analysis of technology projects are studied by foreign and
native authors. The content of project techniques is described, methods of projects are
characterized. The basic stages of the project activity of students are outlined; performance
evaluation of a student project is revealed. The researcher writes about the role of the
teacher in project activities. Object is an educative potential of project technology in the
educational process. The subject of research is the use of project technology. The paper used
theoretical method of research.

The article summarizes the results of researches concerning the notion, essence,
peculiarities and pedagogical abilities of the method of projects; their classification is given
according to the various features, types of projects, structure, peculiarities of organization and
their meaning in the individual educational work of establishments of modern higher education.

The author studies strengths and weaknesses of the implementation of project
technologies in modern Ukrainian universities. The methods of analysis, synthesis and
comparison of group project technologies, which are used by universities, are characterized.
In order to define the essence of the concept of “project technology” it was carried out a
comparison of the educational projects that explore the benefits and disadvantages of the
implementation of project technologies of universities activities. The features and the results
of the implementation of the project technologies in the university activities in terms of both
teacher and student are found.
