The article presents the results of the auditory analysis of tonal features in the
intonation organization of English urban dynamic landscape descriptions. The
auditory analysis was held by phoneticians according to the advanced classification
of linguistic features of English prose landscape descriptions as well as in terms with
the program and methodology of an experimental-and-phonetic research. While
analyzing landscape descriptions from English prose literary works the following
tonal features in intonation organization of urban dynamic landscape descriptions
were studied: pitch level of the head, functioning of different head types, terminal
tones, variations of pitch range, distribution of pitch intervals at the intonation groups
junctures and at their segments. The analysis of the selected fragments resulted in
defining pitch parameters of the oral actualization of urban dynamic landscape
descriptions. The mid rising head, gradually descending and broken descending
stepping heads, checked head, high and low allotones of falling and rising terminal
tones, widened pitch range prove to distinguish the descriptions under study from
other kinds of landscape descriptions. The semantic link between sentences in urban
dynamic landscape descriptions is realized due to the high recurrence of zero pitch
interval at the intonation groups juncture. At the same time this interval manifests the
starting point of level or falling tone and its low level tail realization. The obtained

results may be applied in further linguistic research of different types and kinds of



descriptions in the fields of experimental phonetics, text linguistics and comparative
linguistics.
