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formation of personal qualities of children of primary school age, formation of socially
acceptable skills acquired by children under the guidance of the teacher. Given the special
relationship of teachers with children of primary school age, namely imitation of adult
behavior, the desire to demonstrate the actions approved by the teacher, we pay attention to
the personal characteristics of teachers, their psychological health.

In our article we try to prove that the personality of the teacher has an impact on the
formation of the child’s personality, which can be observed in the qualities of the personality
of students who will most often be found in this class and correspond to the main personality
traits of the teacher of this class.

We believe that given the large amount of time that children spend with their teacher
during the period of active formation of their personality, the main object to follow the
behavior and nature of communication is the teacher.

SUMMARY
